During the month of June 1968, the 9th Ehgineer'Battalion, LtCol H.'Ef PERIA
Commanding, continued as its primary mission the inailntenance and U_.ng‘adlnE of
RVK Route # 1 from Chu Lai (BT 520044) to the Song Cau Lan (BT 091554). The
maintenance of road networks for the Americal Div15:1_.on,‘8upply;001r'1pany (Rgln)
FLC, plus engineer support of free world forces in the Chu Lai TAOR continued

to require g significant engineer effort. .
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Company "A" continued maintenance and upgrading of RVH Route # 1 between
Chu Lai (BT 520044) and Tam Ky (BT 330209), a distance of 16 miles and engaged
in vertical construction in support of the imericagl Division.

Compeny "B" (=) was located in the Hue-Phu Bal area, RVH YD 893129, in
direct support of Task Force X-Ragy. First Platoon, Company "B" was located
at Chu Lai (BT 520044) and is engaged in bridge and vertical .construction.

Company "C" (-) was located at Hill # 10 (BT 199390) and was in the
process of maintsining and upsrading RVI Route # 1 from Hill # 29 (BT 226320)
to Thang Binh (BT 175418) & distance of 11 miles. The 2nd Platoon, Company
"Gt was located on Hill # 29 and was in the process of upgrading and mgintain=-
ing RVN Route # 1 from Tam Ky (BT 300253) north to Hill # 29 & distance of
8.2 miles.
