NARRATIVE SUMMARY

1. Personnel and Adminsitration -

There were 6 battld casualties during the month of June 1967, This
included 2 officers and 4 enlisted WIA. Personnel losses due t0 adminis-
trative reasons included 5 Marine Officers and 17 Marine Enlisted, In
return, this command received 3 Marine Officers and 27 Marine Enlisted.
During the month of June, 21 enlisted promotions were effected.

2. Organizations and Operations

QED The 24 Battalicn CP and Headquarters Battery remained at Tam Ky
throughout the month. The battalion tactical FDC remained at Hill 29
(BT 228318), coordinating the operations and movements of the
individual batteries.

Battery D (-) (Rein) remained in position at Que Son (BT 027341)
during the month of June, providing direct artillery support for the
lgt Battalion, 5th Marines, and providing general support for Recon
inserts and other 5th Marine units within its fire capability.

Battery E (Rein) remained in position at An Hoa (AT 876476)
throughout the month, providing direct support artillery for the 24
Battalion, 5th Marines.

Battery F (-) and the 155 Howitzer (Towed) Provisional Battery made
a total of 6 displacements during the month of June while providing
direct support and general support fires for units of the 5th Marines
on Operations UNICN, ADAIR AND CAIHOUN, In gddition, the 155 Prov-
isional battery was given the mission of providing general support
for the SLF units on Operation BEACON TORCH.

3. TRAINTNG
Cross training of 08l1l's in the 24 Battalion was accomplished by
Batteries D end E due to the mixed assigment of 105 amd 155mm Howitzers

in each of these batteries. In addition, the 155 Provigional Howitzer
Battery and selected individuals of the 24 Battalion rear position were
taught to operate the 4,2" Mortars. Also 32 081l's from the 3rd
Battalion, 11th Marines were instructed in the usage and handling of the
155mn towed Howitzer by personnel of the 155 Provisionsal Battery.
During the month of June, instruction was conducted for all hands on the
care and functioning of the Ml6 rifle.

4. logistics, Equipment and Supply.

The major logistical effort of this organization during the month of
@ June was the resupply of subordinate units by helicopter. Operations
UNION, ADAIR, and CAIHOUN were supported during this period. The total
poundage lifted by helicopter was 1,310,785, The mgjority of the
supplies lifted were Class V items; however, rations and Class IV items
included. The units located at Que Son and Tien Phouc were provided
throughout the month with significant amounts of "A" raticns.
The majority of Class IV supplies utiliged during June were provided
by the 1Sk at Tam Ky. Maintenance support was provided form the ILSA
at Tam Ky and FLSG-B at Chu lai. Six miltifuel trucks (M35A2) were
ghipped from Da Nang to Chu Iai by the 1lth Marines S-4, bringing the
total of multi-fuel trucks in the 24 Battalion to thirty-one. Twenty-
eight M-35 trucks still remain on hend, twenty - seven of which are
gerviceable. '
