(u) Base Development and Military Construction - 2 September: Heavy rains
preceeding Typhoon Doris cormenced during the early hours and contimed in in-
creasing intensity unitl approximately 1600, winds of moderate intensity (15=
20 knots) began from the north and nortiwest at about 0800, Direction shifted
progessively throughout the storm from northwest through wost to southeast and
are estimated to have been in excess of 100 knots around 1400, the peak period.

The squadron fared well through the storm, especially in comparison to '
other units at Dong Ha. The supply office collapsed, threc heads werc destroyed,
the sick bay and special services buildings lost roofs, Five other Sif huts
lost partial roofs,

With the aid of a small team sent from ..ACG-18, the squadron restored all
damaged buildings to tho original stato, water damage to office and hut inter-
lors was not great and casily recovered from.

The ri5CO building, recently completod by the Soa.ess for motor transport,
was put to use as an emorgency sick bay., Llhough no one was injured, flying
dobris presonted a continuing hazard. One pieoce of corrugated roofing tin was
blown lengthwise through tho metal wall of the 145C0 building at the height of
the storm,

Squadron wircmon and electricians augmented SeaBec and base communications
details in trouble shooting arnd repairing telephone ard power limnes, TIower was
‘restored to this arca on the fourth day after the storm,
