The "Silver Eaglestt continued their support of South Vietnamese forces 
during the month of August. The role of VfvF A-115 ~-ras slightly altered 
in that we were flying true close air support missions in support of 

• friendly forces. This v-ras a change from the direct air support mission 
primarily flown in pre-;n.i:o.us months. Another item differing .from previous 
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months, was that the majority of ll5 1s sorties were flown vJithout the aid 
of Tankers. A crevJ would fly one mission out of Nam Phong, land at Danang 
AB, RVN, rearm and refuel, then fly an additional mission prior to re'c,urn­
ing to I'lCAS IIRose Gardenn. 

~EA-llS began August with only 9 aircraft on hand, and ended the 
month vlith an average of 10.6 on hand. This was reflected in combat hours 
and sorties flovm, but not in the number of tons of ordnance delivered. 
The 11Silver Eagles" new 42S .8 combat hours and dropped 765 .h tons of 
ordnance.
